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Gift of Literacy is a six-month program that promotes a love for reading in our youngest
students and encourages literacy in our community. Research shows that a reading intervention
at an early age is directly related to inspiring long-term success in school and in life.

This program is fully funded by community businesses and organizations that view literacy as an
important part of a healthy community. More than 125 volunteers, along with the financial and mentor
support of our sponsors and partners, make this annual program possible.

Throughout the winter months, all first-grade students in Springfield Public Schools read ten Gift of
Literacy books and select their favorite book from the collection.
